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along the Calloway Canal, with a limited impact along Emery Ditch. There would be 
no impacts on the Friant-Kern Canal.

4.1.1.4 Compensatory Mitigation 

Due to the small affect of the Proposed Build Alternative on areas under the 
jurisdiction of the USACE, RWQCB, and the CDFG, replacement habitat to 
compensate for the loss of habitat for the Proposed Build Alternative will be 
incorporated into the Jurisdictional Habitat Replacement Plan developed for the 
Westside Parkway project (currently under development) or there would be a 
payment of an in-lieu fee. This provides a more comprehensive approach to 
minimizing impacts on these resources. 

4.1.1.5 Cumulative Impacts 

Due to the implementation of the above-described avoidance, minimization, and 
mitigation measures, the proposed project will have no cumulative effect on 
jurisdictional resources. 

4.2.  Special-Status Plant Species in the BSA 

Twenty-seven special-status plant species are known to occur within a ten-mile radius 
of the BSA and are listed in Table 4. No special-status plant species were observed 
during focused surveys of the BSA and are not expected to occur due to lack of 
suitable habitat (Appendix D). There will be no effect on these species and no 
mitigation measures are required. 
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4.3.  Special-Status Animal Species Occurrences 

Thirty-eight special-status wildlife species are known to occur within a ten-mile 
radius of the BSA and are listed in Table 5. Most of these special-status wildlife 
species are associated with particular habitat types that are absent from the BSA. Of 
these 38 special-status wildlife species, 5 have potential to or are known to occur in 
the BSA. To assess impacts on special-status animal species and their habitat, the 
total impact of the proposed project on vegetation types that provide habitat for these 
animals was evaluated. 

4.3.1.  Discussion of the Southwestern Pond Turtle 

Southwestern pond turtle is a California Species of Special Concern. The 
southwestern pond turtle occurs primarily in freshwater rivers, streams, lakes, ponds, 
vernal pools, and seasonal wetlands with basking sites such as logs, banks, or other 
suitable areas above water level. However, it can also occur in irrigation ditches 
(Stebbins 2003). This species has been reported within 10 miles of the BSA 
(CDFG 2008a, 2010a); however, location information is sensitive and cannot be 
released to protect this species from collectors. 

4.3.1.1 Survey Results 

No southwestern pond turtles were observed during surveys; however, suitable 
habitat for this species is present along the Calloway Canal and Emery Ditch within 
the BSA. Therefore, southwestern pond turtle has limited potential to occur in the 
BSA. 

4.3.1.2 Avoidance and Minimization Efforts 

Prior to construction along the Calloway Canal and Emery Ditch, a focused survey 
for southwestern pond turtle will be conducted by a qualified Biologist (i.e., one 
holding a CDFG Memorandum of Understanding for this species) no more than 
24 hours prior to onset of construction. If no southwestern pond turtles are observed, 
no further mitigation would be necessary. 

If this species is observed on or adjacent to the project site, a qualified biologist, in 
coordination with the CDFG, will capture and relocate the turtle to appropriate habitat 
at a safe distance from the construction site. 
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4.3.1.3 Project Impacts 

Direct impacts to southwestern pond turtle could occur as a result of instream 
construction in Calloway Canal and Emery Ditch. Construction activities near the 
stream could also temporarily reduce the availability of upland retreat sites for the 
turtle. If pond turtles are present in the waterway in the immediate vicinity of 
construction, they can usually disperse away from such disturbance without difficulty.  

Potential water quality impacts associated with instream construction and roadway 
runoff could threaten southwestern pond turtles. Implementation of the above 
Avoidance and Minimization Measures, along with implementation of BMP’s while 
working in and around waterways will ensure that the proposed project will not 
directly injure or kill any southwestern pond turtles or impact its habitat.  

4.3.1.4 Compensatory Mitigation 

With the incorporation of the avoidance and minimization measure listed above in 
Section 4.3.1.2, no mitigation would be necessary. 

4.3.1.5 Cumulative Impacts 

With the implementation of the measures listed above in Section 4.3.1.2, the proposed 
project will have no cumulative impact on this species.  

4.3.2.  Discussion of White-Tailed Kite 

White-tailed kite is a California Fully Protected species. This species is an uncommon 
to locally fairly common resident in coastal southern California, and a rare visitor and 
local nester on the western edge of the deserts (Garrett and Dunn 1981). Kites nest 
primarily in oaks (Quercus spp.), willows (Salix spp.), and sycamores (Platanus 
racemosa). White-tailed kite has been reported nesting approximately three miles 
south of the BSA along the Kern River (CDFG 2008a, 2010a). 

4.3.2.1 Survey Results 

No white-tailed kites were observed during surveys. No suitable nesting habitat is 
present for this species in the BSA. Limited suitable foraging habitat is present in the 
BSA. Therefore, this species has a limited potential to occur in the BSA for foraging, 
but it is not expected to occur for nesting.  
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5.5.4.3 Compensatory Mitigation 

With the incorporation of the Avoidance and Minimization Measures listed in Section 
5.5.4.1, no mitigation will be necessary. 

5.6.  Construction Monitoring 

It is recommended that prior to the initiation of any grading and/or 
construction-related activity involving the disturbance and/or removal of any 
vegetation associated with project implementation, the project proponent will install 
fencing, flagging, lathe and rope, or other device to delineate the maximum 
disturbance limits acceptable to and under the supervision of a qualified Biological 
Monitor. It is recommended that the Biological Monitor be on site during the initial 
vegetation clearing as well as on an as-needed basis to assist the project proponent in 
complying with the project mitigation measures and to provide guidance in avoiding 
and/or minimizing impacts on biological resources.
